Music Notes  The Praise Team Gets a Name!          
           6 Stone Jars 

 
First Church of Weatherford’s praise team has consisted of about nine members for the past year  and a half since our 
contemporary service began on a weekly basis.  The group has tossed around the idea of a name for some time but 
never could settle on anything unique with spiritual significance.  
 

On May 23, Rev. Denise Luper preached a sermon about the miracle at the wedding at Cana in Galilee as recorded in 
John 2:1-11.  In that account, Jesus, reluctantly at his mother’s request, comes to the aid of the hosts of the wedding 
before he felt His “time had come.” Jesus instructs the servants to put water in the 6 stone jars used for ceremonial 
washing and take a dipper of it to the host. When the host tastes the water, it has turned to wine.  
 

This would not be the last time Jesus brought new significance to a traditional practice or object.  For instance, the 
Passover meal became the Last Supper (Holy Communion) and the cross, which was a cruel and degrading form of 
Roman torture, becomes a symbol of Christ’s sacrifice to overcome death and give man eternal life. 
 

We who lead contemporary worship are much like the ceremonial stone jars – vessels that the Lord puts to a new use.  
In the same account Mary gives the servants at the wedding instructions: “Do whatever He tells you.”  She probably has 
no idea how Jesus will remedy the situation; however, Mary is confident in her faith even before Jesus reveals the power 
of the Almighty God through His physical actions.   
 

Let us be like Mary and the disciples as we grow in faith for the good He will bring to our lives when we trust Him and the 
Holy Spirit to dwell in us!
